If you have read the Bible many times, this may provide a fresh perspective; it did for
me. Bear in mind what a metaphor is: a thing regarded as representative or symbolic of
something else, especially something abstract. Also that he was talking to people 2,000
years ago in the context of their culture. He'd probably tell Parables about subways and
computers today.

If you haven't read the Bible much, be advised that Judea was occupied by Rome, a
foreign power, and the people were expecting an earthly king to overthrow the Romans
and set up a glorious kingdom, they wanted a physical kingdom and material benefits,
not some guy challenging them to be better people. Also be advised Jesus was disturbing
the peace to such an extent that the religious leaders were actively seeking to
assassinate him.



MATTHEW

“Let it be so now; it is proper for us to do this to fulfill all righteousness.”

“It is written: ‘Man shall not live on bread alone, but on every word that comes from the
mouth of God."

“It is also written: ‘Do not put the Lord your God to the test.”™

“Away from me, Satan! For it is written: *‘Worship the Lord your God, and serve him only.

“Repent, for the kingdom of heaven has come near.”

“Come, follow me and I will send you out to fish for people.”

“Blessed are the poor in spirit,

for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.
Blessed are those who mourn,

for they will be comforted.

Blessed are the meek,
for they will inherit the earth.

Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness,
for they will be filled.

Blessed are the merciful,
for they will be shown mercy.

Blessed are the pure in heart,
for they will see God.

Blessed are the peacemakers,
for they will be called children of God.

Blessed are those who are persecuted because of righteousness,
for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.

“Blessed are you when people insult you, persecute you and falsely say all kinds of evil
against you because of me. Rejoice and be glad, because great is your reward in
heaven, for in the same way they persecuted the prophets who were before you.

“You are the salt of the earth. But if the salt loses its saltiness, how can it be made salty
again? It is no longer good for anything, except to be thrown out and trampled
underfoot.

You are the light of the world. A town built on a hill cannot be hidden.
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Neither do people light a lamp and put it under a bowl. Instead they put it on its stand,
and it gives light to everyone in the house. In the same way, let your light shine before
others, that they may see your good deeds and glorify your Father in heaven.

“Do not think that I have come to abolish the Law or the Prophets; I have not come to
abolish them but to fulfill them. For truly I tell you, until heaven and earth disappear, not
the smallest letter, not the least stroke of a pen, will by any means disappear from the
Law until everything is accomplished.

Therefore anyone who sets aside one of the least of these commands and teaches others
accordingly will be called least in the kingdom of heaven, but whoever practices and
teaches these commands will be called great in the kingdom of heaven. For I tell you
that unless your righteousness surpasses that of the Pharisees and the teachers of the
law, you will certainly not enter the kingdom of heaven.

“You have heard that it was said to the people long ago, ‘You shall not murder, and
anyone who murders will be subject to judgment.” But I tell you that anyone who is
angry with a brother or sister will be subject to judgment. Again, anyone who says to a
brother or sister, ‘Raca,’ is answerable to the court. And anyone who says, ‘You fool!” will
be in danger of the fire of hell.

“Therefore, if you are offering your gift at the altar and there remember that your
brother or sister has something against you, leave your gift there in front of the altar.
First go and be reconciled to them; then come and offer your gift.

Settle matters quickly with your adversary who is taking you to court. Do it while you are
still together on the way, or your adversary may hand you over to the judge, and the
judge may hand you over to the officer, and you may be thrown into prison. Truly I tell
you, you will not get out until you have paid the last penny.

“You have heard that it was said, ‘You shall not commit adultery.” But I tell you that
anyone who looks at a woman lustfully has already committed adultery with her in his
heart. If your right eye causes you to stumble, gouge it out and throw it away. It is
better for you to lose one part of your body than for your whole body to be thrown into
hell. And if your right hand causes you to stumble, cut it off and throw it away. It is
better for you to lose one part of your body than for your whole body to go into hell.

“It has been said, ‘Anyone who divorces his wife must give her a certificate of
divorce.” But I tell you that anyone who divorces his wife, except for sexual immorality,
makes her the victim of adultery, and anyone who marries a divorced woman commits
adultery.



“Again, you have heard that it was said to the people long ago, ‘Do not break your

oath, but fulfill to the Lord the vows you have made.’ But I tell you, do not swear an oath
at all: either by heaven, for it is God’s throne; or by the earth, for it is his footstool; or
by Jerusalem, for it is the city of the Great King. And do not swear by your head, for you
cannot make even one hair white or black. All you need to say is simply ‘Yes’ or

‘No’; anything beyond this comes from the evil one.

“You have heard that it was said, ‘Eye for eye, and tooth for tooth.” But I tell you, do not
resist an evil person. If anyone slaps you on the right cheek, turn to them the other
cheek also. And if anyone wants to sue you and take your shirt, hand over your coat as
well. If anyone forces you to go one mile, go with them two miles. Give to the one who
asks you, and do not turn away from the one who wants to borrow from you.

“You have heard that it was said, ‘Love your neighbor and hate your enemy.” But I tell
you, love your enemies and pray for those who persecute you, that you may be

children of your Father in heaven. He causes his sun to rise on the evil and the good, and
sends rain on the righteous and the unrighteous. If you love those who love you, what
reward will you get? Are not even the tax collectors doing that? And if you greet only
your own people, what are you doing more than others? Do not even pagans do that?

Be perfect, therefore, as your heavenly Father is perfect.

“Be careful not to practice your righteousness in front of others to be seen by them. If
you do, you will have no reward from your Father in heaven. “So when you give to the
needy, do not announce it with trumpets, as the hypocrites do in the synagogues and on
the streets, to be honored by others. Truly I tell you, they have received their reward in
full. But when you give to the needy, do not let your left hand know what your right
hand is doing, so that your giving may be in secret. Then your Father, who sees what is
done in secret, will reward you.

“And when you pray, do not be like the hypocrites, for they love to pray standing in the
synagogues and on the street corners to be seen by others. Truly I tell you, they have
received their reward in full. But when you pray, go into your room, close the door and
pray to your Father, who is unseen. Then your Father, who sees what is done in secret,
will reward you. And when you pray, do not keep on babbling like pagans, for they think
they will be heard because of their many words. Do not be like them, for your Father
knows what you need before you ask him.

This, then, is how you should pray:

“‘Our Father in heaven,
hallowed be your name,
your kingdom come,



your will be done,
on earth as it is in heaven.
Give us today our daily bread.
And forgive us our debts,
as we also have forgiven our debtors.
And lead us not into temptation,
but deliver us from the evil one.

For if you forgive other people when they sin against you, your heavenly Father will also
forgive you. But if you do not forgive others their sins, your Father will not forgive your
sins.

“When you fast, do not look somber as the hypocrites do, for they disfigure their faces to
show others they are fasting. Truly I tell you, they have received their reward in full. But
when you fast, put oil on your head and wash your face, so that it will not be obvious to

others that you are fasting, but only to your Father, who is unseen; and your Father, who
sees what is done in secret, will reward you.

“Do not store up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moths and vermin destroy, and
where thieves break in and steal. But store up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where
moths and vermin do not destroy, and where thieves do not break in and steal. For
where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.

“The eye is the lamp of the body. If your eyes are healthy, your whole body will be full of
light. But if your eyes are unhealthy, your whole body will be full of darkness. If then the
light within you is darkness, how great is that darkness!

“No one can serve two masters. Either you will hate the one and love the other, or you
will be devoted to the one and despise the other. You cannot serve both God and money.

“Therefore I tell you, do not worry about your life, what you will eat or drink; or about
your body, what you will wear. Is not life more than food, and the body more than
clothes? Look at the birds of the air; they do not sow or reap or store away in barns, and
yet your heavenly Father feeds them. Are you not much more valuable than they? Can
any one of you by worrying add a single hour to your life?

“And why do you worry about clothes? See how the flowers of the field grow. They do not
labor or spin. Yet I tell you that not even Solomon in all his splendor was dressed like one
of these. If that is how God clothes the grass of the field, which is here today and
tomorrow is thrown into the fire, will he not much more clothe you—you of little faith?

So do not worry, saying, ‘What shall we eat?’ or *‘What shall we drink?’ or *‘What shall we



wear?’ For the pagans run after all these things, and your heavenly Father knows that
you need them. But seek first his kingdom and his righteousness, and all these things
will be given to you as well.

Therefore do not worry about tomorrow, for tomorrow will worry about itself. Each day
has enough trouble of its own.

“Do not judge, or you too will be judged. For in the same way you judge others, you will
be judged, and with the measure you use, it will be measured to you.

“Why do you look at the speck of sawdust in your brother’s eye and pay no attention to
the plank in your own eye? How can you say to your brother, ‘Let me take the speck out
of your eye,” when all the time there is a plank in your own eye? You hypocrite, first take
the plank out of your own eye, and then you will see clearly to remove the speck from
your brother’s eye.

“Do not give dogs what is sacred; do not throw your pearls to pigs. If you do, they may
trample them under their feet, and turn and tear you to pieces.

“Ask and it will be given to you; seek and you will find; knock and the door will be
opened to you. For everyone who asks receives; the one who seeks finds; and to the one
who knocks, the door will be opened.

“Which of you, if your son asks for bread, will give him a stone? Or if he asks for a fish,
will give him a snake? If you, then, though you are evil, know how to give good gifts to
your children, how much more will your Father in heaven give good gifts to those who
ask him! So in everything, do to others what you would have them do to you, for this
sums up the Law and the Prophets.

“Enter through the narrow gate. For wide is the gate and broad is the road that leads to
destruction, and many enter through it. But small is the gate and narrow the road that
leads to life, and only a few find it.

“Watch out for false prophets. They come to you in sheep’s clothing, but inwardly they
are ferocious wolves. By their fruit you will recognize them. Do people pick grapes from
thorn bushes, or figs from thistles? Likewise, every good tree bears good fruit, but a bad
tree bears bad fruit. A good tree cannot bear bad fruit, and a bad tree cannot bear good
fruit. Every tree that does not bear good fruit is cut down and thrown into the fire. Thus,
by their fruit you will recognize them.



“Not everyone who says to me, ‘Lord, Lord,” will enter the kingdom of heaven, but only
the one who does the will of my Father who is in heaven. Many will say to me on that
day, ‘Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in your “Truly I tell you, I have not found anyone in
Israel with such great faith. I say to you that many will come from the east and the
west, and will take their places at the feast with Abraham, Isaac and Jacob in the
kingdom of heaven.

But the subjects of the kingdom will be thrown outside, into the darkness, where there
will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.” Many will say to me on that day, 'Lord, Lord, did
we not prophesy in your name and in your name drive out demons and in your name
perform many miracles?' Then I will tell them plainly, ‘I never knew you. Away from me,
you evildoers!’

“Therefore everyone who hears these words of mine and puts them into practice is like a
wise man who built his house on the rock. The rain came down, the streams rose, and
the winds blew and beat against that house; yet it did not fall, because it had its
foundation on the rock. But everyone who hears these words of mine and does not put
them into practice is like a foolish man who built his house on sand. The rain came down,
the streams rose, and the winds blew and beat against that house, and it fell with a great
crash.”

“I am willing,” he said. "Be clean!”

“See that you don't tell anyone. But go, show yourself to the priest and offer the gift
Moses commanded, as a testimony to them.”

“Shall I come and heal him?”

“Go! Let it be done just as you believed it would.”

“Foxes have dens and birds have nests, but the Son of Man has no place to lay his head.”

“Follow me, and let the dead bury their own dead.”



“You of little faith, why are you so afraid?”

“Take heart, son; your sins are forgiven.”

“Why do you entertain evil thoughts in your hearts? Which is easier: to say, ‘Your sins are
forgiven,” or to say, ‘Get up and walk’? But I want you to know that the Son of Man has
authority on earth to forgive sins.”

“Get up, take your mat and go home.”

“Follow me,"

“It is not the healthy who need a doctor, but the sick. But go and learn what this means:
‘T desire mercy, not sacrifice.” For I have not come to call the righteous, but sinners.”

“How can the guests of the bridegroom mourn while he is with them? The time will come
when the bridegroom will be taken from them; then they will fast.

“No one sews a patch of unshrunk cloth on an old garment, for the patch will pull away
from the garment, making the tear worse. Neither do people pour new wine into old
wineskins. If they do, the skins will burst; the wine will run out and the wineskins will be
ruined. No, they pour new wine into new wineskins, and both are preserved.”

“Take heart, daughter,” he said, “your faith has healed you.”

“Go away. The girl is not dead but asleep.”

“Do you believe that I am able to do this?”

“According to your faith let it be done to you”



“See that no one knows about this.”

“The harvest is plentiful but the workers are few. Ask the Lord of the harvest, therefore,
to send out workers into his harvest field.”

“Do not go among the Gentiles or enter any town of the Samaritans. Go rather to the
lost sheep of Israel. As you go, proclaim this message: ‘The kingdom of heaven has
come near.” Heal the sick, raise the dead, cleanse those who have leprosy, drive out
demons. Freely you have received; freely give. “"Do not get any gold or silver or copper
to take with you in your belts no bag for the journey or extra shirt or sandals or a staff,
for the worker is worth his keep. Whatever town or village you enter, search there for
some worthy person and stay at their house until you leave. As you enter the home, give
it your greeting. If the home is deserving, let your peace rest on it; if it is not, let your
peace return to you. If anyone will not welcome you or listen to your words, leave that
home or town and shake the dust off your feet. Truly I tell you, it will be more bearable
for Sodom and Gomorrah on the day of judgment than for that town.

“I am sending you out like sheep among wolves. Therefore be as shrewd as snakes and
as innocent as doves. Be on your guard; you will be handed over to the local councils and
be flogged in the synagogues. On my account you will be brought before governors and
kings as witnesses to them and to the Gentiles. But when they arrest you, do not worry
about what to say or how to say it. At that time you will be given what to say, for it will
not be you speaking, but the Spirit of your Father speaking through you.

“Brother will betray brother to death, and a father his child; children will rebel against
their parents and have them put to death. You will be hated by everyone because of
me, but the one who stands firm to the end will be saved. When you are persecuted in
one place, flee to another. Truly I tell you, you will not finish going through the towns of
Israel before the Son of Man comes.

“The student is not above the teacher, nor a servant above his master. It is enough for
students to be like their teachers, and servants like their masters. If the head of the
house has been called Beelzebul, how much more the members of his household!

“So do not be afraid of them, for there is nothing concealed that will not be disclosed, or
hidden that will not be made known. What I tell you in the dark, speak in the daylight;
what is whispered in your ear, proclaim from the roofs. Do not be afraid of those who Kill
the body but cannot kill the soul. Rather, be afraid of the One who can destroy both soul
and body in hell. Are not two sparrows sold for a penny? Yet not one of them will fall to
the ground outside your Father’s care. And even the very hairs of your head are all
numbered. So don’t be afraid; you are worth more than many sparrows.

“Whoever acknowledges me before others, I will also acknowledge before my Father in



heaven. But whoever disowns me before others, I will disown before my Father in
heaven.

“Do not suppose that I have come to bring peace to the earth. I did not come to bring
peace, but a sword. For I have come to turn

“‘a man against his father,
a daughter against her mother,
a daughter-in-law against her mother-in-law—
a man’s enemies will be the members of his own household.

“Anyone who loves their father or mother more than me is not worthy of me; anyone
who loves their son or daughter more than me is not worthy of me. Whoever does not
take up their cross and follow me is not worthy of me. Whoever finds their life will lose it,
and whoever loses their life for my sake will find it.

“Anyone who welcomes you welcomes me, and anyone who welcomes me welcomes the
one who sent me. Whoever welcomes a prophet as a prophet will receive a prophet’s
reward, and whoever welcomes a righteous person as a righteous person will receive a
righteous person’s reward. And if anyone gives even a cup of cold water to one of these
little ones who is my disciple, truly I tell you, that person will certainly not lose their
reward.”

“Go back and report to John what you hear and see: The blind receive sight, the lame
walk, those who have leprosy are cleansed, the deaf hear, the dead are raised, and the
good news is proclaimed to the poor. Blessed is anyone who does not stumble on account
of me.”

“What did you go out into the wilderness to see? A reed swayed by the wind? If not,
what did you go out to see? A man dressed in fine clothes? No, those who wear fine
clothes are in kings’ palaces. Then what did you go out to see? A prophet? Yes, I tell you,
and more than a prophet. This is the one about whom it is written:

“‘I will send my messenger ahead of you,
who will prepare your way before you.’

Truly I tell you, among those born of women there has not risen anyone greater than
John the Baptist; yet whoever is least in the kingdom of heaven is greater than he. From
the days of John the Baptist until now, the kingdom of heaven has been subjected to
violence, and violent people have been raiding it. For all the Prophets and the Law
prophesied until John. And if you are willing to accept it, he is the Elijah who was to
come. Whoever has ears, let them hear.
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“To what can I compare this generation? They are like children sitting in the
marketplaces and calling out to others:

“‘We played the pipe for you,
and you did not dance;

we sang a dirge,
and you did not mourn.’

For John came neither eating nor drinking, and they say, ‘He has a demon.” The Son of
Man came eating and drinking, and they say, ‘Here is a glutton and a drunkard, a friend
of tax collectors and sinners.” But wisdom is proved right by her deeds.”

“Woe to you, Chorazin! Woe to you, Bethsaida! For if the miracles that were performed in
you had been performed in Tyre and Sidon, they would have repented long ago in
sackcloth and ashes. But I tell you, it will be more bearable for Tyre and Sidon on the
day of judgment than for you. And you, Capernaum, will you be lifted to the heavens?
No, you will go down to Hades. For if the miracles that were performed in you had been
performed in Sodom, it would have remained to this day. But I tell you that it will be
more bearable for Sodom on the day of judgment than for you.”

“I praise you, Father, Lord of heaven and earth, because you have hidden these things
from the wise and learned, and revealed them to little children. Yes, Father, for this is
what you were pleased to do.

“All things have been committed to me by my Father. No one knows the Son except the
Father, and no one knows the Father except the Son and those to whom the Son chooses
to reveal him.

“Come to me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will give you rest. Take my
yoke upon you and learn from me, for I am gentle and humble in heart, and you will find
rest for your souls. For my yoke is easy and my burden is light.”

“Haven’t you read what David did when he and his companions were hungry? He entered
the house of God, and he and his companions ate the consecrated bread—which was not
lawful for them to do, but only for the priests. Or haven’t you read in the Law that the
priests on Sabbath duty in the temple desecrate the Sabbath and yet are innocent? I tell
you that something greater than the temple is here. If you had known what these words
mean, ‘I desire mercy, not sacrifice,” you would not have condemned the innocent. For
the Son of Man is Lord of the Sabbath.”

“If any of you has a sheep and it falls into a pit on the Sabbath, will you not take hold of
it and lift it out? How much more valuable is a person than a sheep! Therefore it is
lawful to do good on the Sabbath.”
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“Stretch out your hand.”

“Every kingdom divided against itself will be ruined, and every city or household divided
against itself will not stand. If Satan drives out Satan, he is divided against himself. How
then can his kingdom stand? And if I drive out demons by Beelzebul, by whom do your
people drive them out? So then, they will be your judges. But if it is by the Spirit of God
that I drive out demons, then the kingdom of God has come upon you.

“Or again, how can anyone enter a strong man’s house and carry off his possessions
unless he first ties up the strong man? Then he can plunder his house.

“Whoever is not with me is against me, and whoever does not gather with me

scatters. And so I tell you, every kind of sin and slander can be forgiven, but blasphemy
against the Spirit will not be forgiven. Anyone who speaks a word against the Son of
Man will be forgiven, but anyone who speaks against the Holy Spirit will not be forgiven,
either in this age or in the age to come.

“Make a tree good and its fruit will be good, or make a tree bad and its fruit will be bad,
for a tree is recognized by its fruit.

You brood of vipers, how can you who are evil say anything good? For the mouth

speaks what the heart is full of. A good man brings good things out of the good stored
up in him, and an evil man brings evil things out of the evil stored up in him. But I tell
you that everyone will have to give account on the day of judgment for every empty
word they have spoken. For by your words you will be acquitted, and by your words you
will be condemned.”

“A wicked and adulterous generation asks for a sign! But none will be given it except the
sign of the prophet Jonah. For as Jonah was three days and three nights in the belly of a
huge fish, so the Son of Man will be three days and three nights in the heart of the
earth. The men of Nineveh will stand up at the judgment with this generation and
condemn it; for they repented at the preaching of Jonah, and now something greater
than Jonah is here. The Queen of the South will rise at the judgment with this
generation and condemn it; for she came from the ends of the earth to listen to
Solomon’s wisdom, and now something greater than Solomon is here.

“When an impure spirit comes out of a person, it goes through arid places seeking rest
and does not find it. Then it says, ‘I will return to the house I left.” When it arrives, it
finds the house unoccupied, swept clean and put in order. Then it goes and takes with it
seven other spirits more wicked than itself, and they go in and live there. And the final
condition of that person is worse than the first. That is how it will be with this wicked
generation.”
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“Who is my mother, and who are my brothers?”

“Here are my mother and my brothers. For whoever does the will of my Father in
heaven is my brother and sister and mother.”

“A farmer went out to sow his seed. As he was scattering the seed, some fell along the
path, and the birds came and ate it up. Some fell on rocky places, where it did not have
much soil. It sprang up quickly, because the soil was shallow. But when the sun came up,
the plants were scorched, and they withered because they had no root. Other seed fell
among thorns, which grew up and choked the plants. Still other seed fell on good sail,
where it produced a crop—a hundred, sixty or thirty times what was sown. Whoever has
ears, let them hear.”

“Because the knowledge of the secrets of the kingdom of heaven has been given to

you, but not to them. Whoever has will be given more, and they will have an abundance.
Whoever does not have, even what they have will be taken from them. This is why I
speak to them in parables:

“Though seeing, they do not see;
though hearing, they do not hear or understand.

In them is fulfilled the prophecy of Isaiah:

““You will be ever hearing but never understanding;
you will be ever seeing but never perceiving.
For this people’s heart has become calloused;
they hardly hear with their ears,
and they have closed their eyes.
Otherwise they might see with their eyes,
hear with their ears,
understand with their hearts
and turn, and I would heal them.’

But blessed are your eyes because they see, and your ears because they hear. For truly
I tell you, many prophets and righteous people longed to see what you see but did not
see it, and to hear what you hear but did not hear it.

“Listen then to what the parable of the sower means: When anyone hears the message
about the kingdom and does not understand it, the evil one comes and snhatches away
what was sown in their heart. This is the seed sown along the path. The seed falling on
rocky ground refers to someone who hears the word and at once receives it with joy. But
since they have no root, they last only a short time. When trouble or persecution comes
because of the word, they quickly fall away. The seed falling among the thorns refers to
someone who hears the word, but the worries of this life and the deceitfulness of

wealth choke the word, making it unfruitful. But the seed falling on good soil refers to
someone who hears the word and understands it. This is the one who produces a crop,
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yielding a hundred, sixty or thirty times what was sown.”

“The kingdom of heaven is like a man who sowed good seed in his field. But while
everyone was sleeping, his enemy came and sowed weeds among the wheat, and went
away. When the wheat sprouted and formed heads, then the weeds also appeared.

“The owner’s servants came to him and said, 'Sir, didn't you sow good seed in your field?
Where then did the weeds come from?’

“‘An enemy did this,” he replied.
“The servants asked him, ‘Do you want us to go and pull them up?’

“‘No,” he answered, ‘because while you are pulling the weeds, you may uproot the wheat
with them. Let both grow together until the harvest. At that time I will tell the
harvesters: First collect the weeds and tie them in bundles to be burned; then gather the
wheat and bring it into my barn.””

“The kingdom of heaven is like a mustard seed, which a man took and planted in his
field. Though it is the smallest of all seeds, yet when it grows, it is the largest of garden
plants and becomes a tree, so that the birds come and perch in its branches.”

He told them still another parable: “The kingdom of heaven is like yeast that a woman
took and mixed into about sixty pounds of flour until it worked all through the dough.”

“The one who sowed the good seed is the Son of Man. The field is the world, and the
good seed stands for the people of the kingdom. The weeds are the people of the evil
one, and the enemy who sows them is the devil. The harvest is the end of the age, and
the harvesters are angels.

“As the weeds are pulled up and burned in the fire, so it will be at the end of the
age. The Son of Man will send out his angels, and they will weed out of his kingdom
everything that causes sin and all who do evil. They will throw them into the blazing
furnace, where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth. Then the righteous will
shine like the sun in the kingdom of their Father. Whoever has ears, let them hear.

“The kingdom of heaven is like treasure hidden in a field. When a man found it, he hid it
again, and then in his joy went and sold all he had and bought that field."

“Again, the kingdom of heaven is like a merchant looking for fine pearls. When he found
one of great value, he went away and sold everything he had and bought it.
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“Once again, the kingdom of heaven is like a net that was let down into the lake and
caught all kinds of fish. When it was full, the fishermen pulled it up on the shore. Then
they sat down and collected the good fish in baskets, but threw the bad away. This is
how it will be at the end of the age. The angels will come and separate the wicked from
the righteous and throw them into the blazing furnace, where there will be weeping and
gnhashing of teeth.

“Have you understood all these things?”

“Therefore every teacher of the law who has become a disciple in the kingdom of heaven
is like the owner of a house who brings out of his storeroom new treasures as well as
old.”

“A prophet is not without honor except in his own town and in his own home.”

“They do not need to go away. You give them something to eat.”

“Bring them here to me,”

“Take courage! It is I. Don’t be afraid.”
“Come,”
“You of little faith,” he said, “why did you doubt?”

“And why do you break the command of God for the sake of your tradition? For God said,
‘Honor your father and mother’ and ‘Anyone who curses their father or mother is to be
put to death.” But you say that if anyone declares that what might have been used to
help their father or mother is ‘devoted to God,” they are not to ‘*honor their father or
mother’ with it. Thus you nullify the word of God for the sake of your tradition. You
hypocrites! Isaiah was right when he prophesied about you:

““These people honor me with their lips,
but their hearts are far from me.

They worship me in vain;
their teachings are merely human rules.’

“Listen and understand. What goes into someone’s mouth does not defile them, but
what comes out of their mouth, that is what defiles them.”

“Every plant that my heavenly Father has not planted will be pulled up by the
roots. Leave them; they are blind guides. If the blind lead the blind, both will fall into a
pit.”

“Are you still so dull?” Jesus asked them. “Don’t you see that whatever enters the mouth
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goes into the stomach and then out of the body? But the things that come out of a
person’s mouth come from the heart, and these defile them. For out of the heart come
evil thoughts—murder, adultery, sexual immorality, theft, false testimony, slander. These
are what defile a person; but eating with unwashed hands does not defile them.”

“I was sent only to the lost sheep of Israel.”

“Woman, you have great faith! Your request is granted.”

“I have compassion for these people; they have already been with me three days and
have nothing to eat. I do not want to send them away hungry, or they may collapse on
the way.”

“How many loaves do you have?”

“When evening comes, you say, ‘It will be fair weather, for the sky is red,” and in the
morning, ‘Today it will be stormy, for the sky is red and overcast.” You know how to
interpret the appearance of the sky, but you cannot interpret the signs of the times. A
wicked and adulterous generation looks for a sign, but none will be given it except the
sign of Jonah.”

“Be careful,” Jesus said to them. “"Be on your guard against the yeast of the Pharisees
and Sadducees.”

“You of little faith, why are you talking among yourselves about having no bread? Do
you still not understand? Don’t you remember the five loaves for the five thousand, and
how many basketfuls you gathered? Or the seven loaves for the four thousand, and how
many basketfuls you gathered? How is it you don’t understand that I was not talking to
you about bread? But be on your guard against the yeast of the Pharisees and
Sadducees.”

“Who do people say the Son of Man is?”
“But what about you?” he asked. "Who do you say I am?”

“Blessed are you, Simon son of Jonah, for this was not revealed to you by flesh and
blood, but by my Father in heaven. And I tell you that you are Peter, and on this rock I
will build my church, and the gates of Hades will not overcome it. I will give you the
keys of the kingdom of heaven; whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven, and
whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in heaven.”

“Get behind me, Satan! You are a stumbling block to me; you do not have in mind the
concerns of God, but merely human concerns.”
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“Whoever wants to be my disciple must deny themselves and take up their cross and
follow me. For whoever wants to save their life will lose it, but whoever loses their life
for me will find it. What good will it be for someone to gain the whole world, yet forfeit
their soul? Or what can anyone give in exchange for their soul? For the Son of Man is
going to come in his Father’s glory with his angels, and then he will reward each person
according to what they have done.

“Truly I tell you, some who are standing here will not taste death before they see the Son
of Man coming in his kingdom.”

“Get up,” he said. "Don’t be afraid.”

“Don’t tell anyone what you have seen, until the Son of Man has been raised from the
dead.”

“To be sure, Elijah comes and will restore all things. But I tell you, Elijah has already
come, and they did not recognize him, but have done to him everything they wished. In
the same way the Son of Man is going to suffer at their hands.”

“You unbelieving and perverse generation,” Jesus replied, “how long shall I stay with
you? How long shall I put up with you? Bring the boy here to me.”

“Because you have so little faith. Truly I tell you, if you have faith as small as a mustard
seed, you can say to this mountain, ‘Move from here to there,” and it will move. Nothing
will be impossible for you.”

“The Son of Man is going to be delivered into the hands of men. They will kill him, and
on the third day he will be raised to life.”

“What do you think, Simon?” “From whom do the kings of the earth collect duty and
taxes—from their own children or from others?”

“Then the children are exempt,” “But so that we may not cause offense, go to the lake
and throw out your line. Take the first fish you catch; open its mouth and you will find a
four-drachma coin. Take it and give it to them for my tax and yours.”

“Truly I tell you, unless you change and become like little children, you will never enter
the kingdom of heaven. Therefore, whoever takes the lowly position of this child is the
greatest in the kingdom of heaven. And whoever welcomes one such child in my name
welcomes me."
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“If anyone causes one of these little ones—those who believe in me—to stumble, it would
be better for them to have a large millstone hung around their neck and to be drowned in
the depths of the sea. Woe to the world because of the things that cause people to
stumble! Such things must come, but woe to the person through whom they come! If
your hand or your foot causes you to stumble, cut it off and throw it away. It is better for
you to enter life maimed or crippled than to have two hands or two feet and be thrown
into eternal fire. And if your eye causes you to stumble, gouge it out and throw it away.
It is better for you to enter life with one eye than to have two eyes and be thrown into
the fire of hell.

“See that you do not despise one of these little ones. For I tell you that their angels in
heaven always see the face of my Father in heaven.

“What do you think? If a man owns a hundred sheep, and one of them wanders away,
will he not leave the ninety-nine on the hills and go to look for the one that wandered
off? And if he finds it, truly I tell you, he is happier about that one sheep than about the
ninety-nine that did not wander off. In the same way your Father in heaven is not willing
that any of these little ones should perish.

“If your brother or sister sins, go and point out their fault, just between the two of you. If
they listen to you, you have won them over. But if they will not listen, take one or two
others along, so that ‘every matter may be established by the testimony of two or three
witnesses.” If they still refuse to listen, tell it to the church; and if they refuse to listen
even to the church, treat them as you would a pagan or a tax collector.

“Truly I tell you, whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven, and whatever you
loose on earth will be loosed in heaven.

“Again, truly I tell you that if two of you on earth agree about anything they ask for, it
will be done for them by my Father in heaven. For where two or three gather in my
name, there am I with them.”

Then Peter came to Jesus and asked, “Lord, how many times shall I forgive my brother
or sister who sins against me? Up to seven times?”

Jesus answered, "I tell you, not seven times, but seventy-seven times. “Therefore, the
kingdom of heaven is like a king who wanted to settle accounts with his servants. As he
began the settlement, a man who owed him ten thousand bags of gold was brought to
him. Since he was not able to pay, the master ordered that he and his wife and his
children and all that he had be sold to repay the debt.

“At this the servant fell on his knees before him. ‘Be patient with me,” he begged, ‘and I
will pay back everything.” The servant’s master took pity on him, canceled the debt and
let him go.
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“But when that servant went out, he found one of his fellow servants who owed him a
hundred silver coins. He grabbed him and began to choke him. ‘Pay back what you owe
me!” he demanded.

“His fellow servant fell to his knees and begged him, ‘Be patient with me, and I will pay it
back.’

“But he refused. Instead, he went off and had the man thrown into prison until he could
pay the debt. When the other servants saw what had happened, they were outraged and
went and told their master everything that had happened.

“Then the master called the servant in. ‘You wicked servant,” he said, ‘I canceled all that
debt of yours because you begged me to. Shouldn’t you have had mercy on your fellow
servant just as I had on you?’ In anger his master handed him over to the jailers to be
tortured, until he should pay back all he owed.

“This is how my heavenly Father will treat each of you unless you forgive your brother or
sister from your heart.”

“Haven’t you read,” he replied, “that at the beginning the Creator ‘made them male and
female,” and said, ‘For this reason a man will leave his father and mother and be united
to his wife, and the two will become one flesh’” So they are no longer two, but one flesh.
Therefore what God has joined together, let no one separate.”

“Moses permitted you to divorce your wives because your hearts were hard. But it was
not this way from the beginning. I tell you that anyone who divorces his wife, except for
sexual immorality, and marries another woman commits adultery.”

“Not everyone can accept this word, but only those to whom it has been given. For there
are eunuchs who were born that way, and there are eunuchs who have been made
eunuchs by others—and there are those who choose to live like eunuchs for the sake of
the kingdom of heaven. The one who can accept this should accept it.”

“Let the little children come to me, and do not hinder them, for the kingdom of heaven
belongs to such as these.”

“Why do you ask me about what is good?” Jesus replied. “"There is only One who is good.
If you want to enter life, keep the commandments.”

““You shall not murder, you shall not commit adultery, you shall not steal, you shall not
give false testimony, honor your father and mother,” and ‘love your neighbor as yourself.”

“If you want to be perfect, go, sell your possessions and give to the poor, and you will
have treasure in heaven. Then come, follow me.”
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“Truly I tell you, it is hard for someone who is rich to enter the kingdom of
heaven. Again I tell you, it is easier for a camel to go through the eye of a needle than
for someone who is rich to enter the kingdom of God.”

“With man this is impossible, but with God all things are possible.”

“Truly I tell you, at the renewal of all things, when the Son of Man sits on his glorious
throne, you who have followed me will also sit on twelve thrones, judging the twelve
tribes of Israel. And everyone who has left houses or brothers or sisters or father or
mother or wife or children or fields for my sake will receive a hundred times as much and
will inherit eternal life. But many who are first will be last, and many who are last will be
first.

“For the kingdom of heaven is like a landowner who went out early in the morning to hire
workers for his vineyard. He agreed to pay them a denarius for the day and sent them
into his vineyard.

“About nine in the morning he went out and saw others standing in the marketplace
doing nothing. He told them, ‘You also go and work in my vineyard, and I will pay you
whatever is right.” So they went.

“He went out again about noon and about three in the afternoon and did the same
thing. About five in the afternoon he went out and found still others standing around. He
asked them, ‘Why have you been standing here all day long doing nothing?’

“‘Because no one has hired us,’ they answered.
“He said to them, ‘You also go and work in my vineyard.’

“When evening came, the owner of the vineyard said to his foreman, ‘Call the workers
and pay them their wages, beginning with the last ones hired and going on to the first.’

“The workers who were hired about five in the afternoon came and each received a
denarius. So when those came who were hired first, they expected to receive more. But
each one of them also received a denarius. When they received it, they began to
grumble against the landowner. ‘These who were hired last worked only one hour,” they
said, ‘and you have made them equal to us who have borne the burden of the work and
the heat of the day.’

“But he answered one of them, ‘I am not being unfair to you, friend. Didn’t you agree to
work for a denarius? Take your pay and go. I want to give the one who was hired last
the same as I gave you. Don’t I have the right to do what I want with my own money?
Or are you envious because I am generous?’

“So the last will be first, and the first will be last.”

Now Jesus was going up to Jerusalem. On the way, he took the Twelve aside and said to
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them, “We are going up to Jerusalem, and the Son of Man will be delivered over to the
chief priests and the teachers of the law. They will condemn him to death and will hand
him over to the Gentiles to be mocked and flogged and crucified. On the third day he will
be raised to life!”

“You don’t know what you are asking,” Jesus said to them. “Can you drink the cup I am
going to drink?”

“You will indeed drink from my cup, but to sit at my right or left is not for me to grant.
These places belong to those for whom they have been prepared by my Father.”

“You know that the rulers of the Gentiles lord it over them, and their high officials
exercise authority over them. Not so with you. Instead, whoever wants to become great
among you must be your servant, and whoever wants to be first must be your slave

— just as the Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give his life as
a ransom for many.”

“What do you want me to do for you?”

“Go to the village ahead of you, and at once you will find a donkey tied there, with her
colt by her. Untie them and bring them to me. If anyone says anything to you, say that
the Lord needs them, and he will send them right away.”

“It is written,” he said to them, ™My house will be called a house of prayer,’ but you are
making it ‘a den of robbers

“Yes,” replied Jesus, “have you never read,

““From the lips of children and infants
you, Lord, have called forth your praise’?”

“May you never bear fruit again!”

“Truly I tell you, if you have faith and do not doubt, not only can you do what was done
to the fig tree, but also you can say to this mountain, ‘Go, throw yourself into the sea,’
and it will be done. If you believe, you will receive whatever you ask for in prayer.”

“I will also ask you one question. If you answer me, I will tell you by what authority I am
doing these things. John’s baptism—where did it come from? Was it from heaven, or of
human origin?”

“Neither will I tell you by what authority I am doing these things.
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“What do you think? There was a man who had two sons. He went to the first and said,
‘Son, go and work today in the vineyard.

“I will not,” he answered, but later he changed his mind and went.

“Then the father went to the other son and said the same thing. He answered, ‘I will, sir,
but he did not go.

“Which of the two did what his father wanted?”
“The first,” they answered.

Jesus said to them, “Truly I tell you, the tax collectors and the prostitutes are entering
the kingdom of God ahead of you. For John came to you to show you the way of
righteousness, and you did not believe him, but the tax collectors and the prostitutes did.
And even after you saw this, you did not repent and believe him.

“Listen to another parable: There was a landowner who planted a vineyard. He put a wall
around it, dug a winepress in it and built a watchtower. Then he rented the vineyard to
some farmers and moved to another place. When the harvest time approached, he sent
his servants to the tenants to collect his fruit.

“The tenants seized his servants; they beat one, killed another, and stoned a third. Then
he sent other servants to them, more than the first time, and the tenants treated them
the same way. Last of all, he sent his son to them. ‘They will respect my son,” he said.

“But when the tenants saw the son, they said to each other, ‘This is the heir. Come, let’s
kill him and take his inheritance.” So they took him and threw him out of the vineyard
and killed him.

“Therefore, when the owner of the vineyard comes, what will he do to those tenants?”

“He will bring those wretches to a wretched end,” they replied, “and he will rent the
vineyard to other tenants, who will give him his share of the crop at harvest time.”

Jesus said to them, “Have you never read in the Scriptures:

““The stone the builders rejected
has become the cornerstone;
the Lord has done this,
and it is marvelous in our eyes’?

“Therefore I tell you that the kingdom of God will be taken away from you and given to a
people who will produce its fruit. Anyone who falls on this stone will be broken to pieces;
anyone on whom it falls will be crushed.”

When the chief priests and the Pharisees heard Jesus’ parables, they knew he was talking
about them. They looked for a way to arrest him, but they were afraid of the crowd
because the people held that he was a prophet.
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“The kingdom of heaven is like a king who prepared a wedding banquet for his son. He
sent his servants to those who had been invited to the banquet to tell them to come, but
they refused to come.

“Then he sent some more servants and said, ‘Tell those who have been invited that I
have prepared my dinner: My oxen and fattened cattle have been butchered, and
everything is ready. Come to the wedding banquet.’

“But they paid no attention and went off—one to his field, another to his business. The
rest seized his servants, mistreated them and killed them. The king was enraged. He
sent his army and destroyed those murderers and burned their city.

“Then he said to his servants, ‘The wedding banquet is ready, but those I invited did not
deserve to come. So go to the street corners and invite to the banquet anyone you
find.” So the servants went out into the streets and gathered all the people they could
find, the bad as well as the good, and the wedding hall was filled with guests.

“But when the king came in to see the guests, he noticed a man there who was not
wearing wedding clothes. He asked, ‘How did you get in here without wedding clothes,
friend?’ The man was speechless.

“Then the king told the attendants, ‘Tie him hand and foot, and throw him outside, into
the darkness, where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.

“For many are invited, but few are chosen.”

“You hypocrites, why are you trying to trap me? Show me the coin used for paying the
tax.” They brought him a denarius, and he asked them, "Whose image is this? And
whose inscription?”

“Caesar’s,” they replied.

Then he said to them, “So give back to Caesar what is Caesar’s, and to God what is
God’s.”

“You are in error because you do not know the Scriptures or the power of God. At the
resurrection people will neither marry nor be given in marriage; they will be like the
angels in heaven. But about the resurrection of the dead—have you not read what God
said to you, ‘I am the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob’? He is
not the God of the dead but of the living.”

“‘Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your
mind.” This is the first and greatest commandment. And the second is like it: ‘Love your
neighbor as yourself.” All the Law and the Prophets hang on these two commandments.”

“What do you think about the Messiah? Whose son is he?”
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“The son of David,” they replied.

He said to them, “How is it then that David, speaking by the Spirit, calls him ‘Lord’? For
he says,

‘The Lord said to my Lord:
“Sit at my right hand

until I put your enemies
under your feet.”

If then David calls him ‘Lord,” how can he be his son?”

“The teachers of the law and the Pharisees sit in Moses’ seat. So you must be careful to
do everything they tell you. But do not do what they do, for they do not practice what
they preach. They tie up heavy, cumbersome loads and put them on other people’s
shoulders, but they themselves are not willing to lift a finger to move them.

“Everything they do is done for people to see: They make their phylacteries wide and the
tassels on their garments long; they love the place of honor at banquets and the most
important seats in the synagogues; they love to be greeted with respect in the
marketplaces and to be called ‘Rabbi’ by others.

“But you are not to be called ‘Rabbi,’ for you have one Teacher, and you are all brothers.

And do not call anyone on earth ‘father,’ for you have one Father, and he is in

heaven. Nor are you to be called instructors, for you have one Instructor, the

Messiah. The greatest among you will be your servant. For those who exalt themselves
will be humbled, and those who humble themselves will be exalted.

“Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You shut the door of the
kingdom of heaven in people’s faces. You yourselves do not enter, nor will you let those
enter who are trying to.

“Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You travel over land and
sea to win a single convert, and when you have succeeded, you make them twice as
much a child of hell as you are.

“Woe to you, blind guides! You say, ‘'If anyone swears by the temple, it means nothing;
but anyone who swears by the gold of the temple is bound by that oath.” You blind fools!
Which is greater: the gold, or the temple that makes the gold sacred? You also say, ‘If
anyone swears by the altar, it means nothing; but anyone who swears by the gift on the
altar is bound by that oath.” You blind men! Which is greater: the gift, or the altar that
makes the gift sacred? Therefore, anyone who swears by the altar swears by it and by
everything on it. And anyone who swears by the temple swears by it and by the one who
dwells in it. And anyone who swears by heaven swears by God’s throne and by the one
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who sits on it.

“Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You give a tenth of your
spices—mint, dill and cumin. But you have neglected the more important matters of the
law—justice, mercy and faithfulness. You should have practiced the latter, without
neglecting the former. You blind guides! You strain out a gnat but swallow a camel.

“Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You clean the outside of
the cup and dish, but inside they are full of greed and self-indulgence. Blind Pharisee!
First clean the inside of the cup and dish, and then the outside also will be clean.

“Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You are like
whitewashed tombs, which look beautiful on the outside but on the inside are full of the
bones of the dead and everything unclean. In the same way, on the outside you appear
to people as righteous but on the inside you are full of hypocrisy and wickedness.

“Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You build tombs for the
prophets and decorate the graves of the righteous. And you say, ‘If we had lived in the
days of our ancestors, we would not have taken part with them in shedding the blood of
the prophets.” So you testify against yourselves that you are the descendants of those
who murdered the prophets. Go ahead, then, and complete what your ancestors started!

“You snakes! You brood of vipers! How will you escape being condemned to

hell? Therefore I am sending you prophets and sages and teachers. Some of them you
will kill and crucify; others you will flog in your synagogues and pursue from town to
town. And so upon you will come all the righteous blood that has been shed on earth,
from the blood of righteous Abel to the blood of Zechariah son of Berekiah, whom you
murdered between the temple and the altar. Truly I tell you, all this will come on this
generation.

“Jerusalem, Jerusalem, you who Kkill the prophets and stone those sent to you, how often
I have longed to gather your children together, as a hen gathers her chicks under her
wings, and you were not willing. Look, your house is left to you desolate. For I tell you,
you will not see me again until you say, 'Blessed is he who comes in the name of the
Lord.”

“Do you see all these things?” he asked. “Truly I tell you, not one stone here will be left
on another; every one will be thrown down.”

“Watch out that no one deceives you. For many will come in my name, claiming, ‘I am
the Messiah,” and will deceive many. You will hear of wars and rumors of wars, but see to
it that you are not alarmed. Such things must happen, but the end is still to
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come. Nation will rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom. There will be
famines and earthquakes in various places. All these are the beginning of birth pains.

“Then you will be handed over to be persecuted and put to death, and you will be hated
by all nations because of me. At that time many will turn away from the faith and will
betray and hate each other, and many false prophets will appear and deceive many
people. Because of the increase of wickedness, the love of most will grow cold, but the
one who stands firm to the end will be saved. And this gospel of the kingdom will be
preached in the whole world as a testimony to all nations, and then the end will come.

“So when you see standing in the holy place ‘the abomination that causes

desolation,” spoken of through the prophet Daniel—let the reader understand— then let
those who are in Judea flee to the mountains. Let no one on the housetop go down to
take anything out of the house. Let no one in the field go back to get their cloak. How
dreadful it will be in those days for pregnant women and nursing mothers! Pray that
your flight will not take place in winter or on the Sabbath. For then there will be great
distress, unequaled from the beginning of the world until now—and never to be equaled
again.

“If those days had not been cut short, no one would survive, but for the sake of the
elect those days will be shortened. At that time if anyone says to you, ‘Look, here is the
Messiah!” or, ‘There he is!" do not believe it. For false messiahs and false prophets will
appear and perform great signs and wonders to deceive, if possible, even the elect. See,
I have told you ahead of time.

“So if anyone tells you, ‘There he is, out in the wilderness,” do not go out; or, ‘Here he is,
in the inner rooms,” do not believe it. For as lightning that comes from the east is visible
even in the west, so will be the coming of the Son of Man. Wherever there is a carcass,
there the vultures will gather.

“Immediately after the distress of those days

“‘the sun will be darkened,
and the moon will not give its light;
the stars will fall from the sky,
and the heavenly bodies will be shaken.’

“Then will appear the sign of the Son of Man in heaven. And then all the peoples of the
earth will mourn when they see the Son of Man coming on the clouds of heaven, with
power and great glory. And he will send his angels with a loud trumpet call, and they will
gather his elect from the four winds, from one end of the heavens to the other.

“Now learn this lesson from the fig tree: As soon as its twigs get tender and its leaves
come out, you know that summer is near. Even so, when you see all these things, you
know that it is near, right at the door. Truly I tell you, this generation will certainly not
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pass away until all these things have happened. Heaven and earth will pass away, but
my words will never pass away.

“But about that day or hour no one knows, not even the angels in heaven, nor the

Son, but only the Father. As it was in the days of Noah, so it will be at the coming of the
Son of Man. For in the days before the flood, people were eating and drinking, marrying
and giving in marriage, up to the day Noah entered the ark; and they knew nothing
about what would happen until the flood came and took them all away.

That is how it will be at the coming of the Son of Man. Two men will be in the field;
one will be taken and the other left. Two women will be grinding with a hand mill; one
will be taken and the other left. "Therefore keep watch, because you do not know on
what day your Lord will come.

But understand this: If the owner of the house had known at what time of night the thief
was coming, he would have kept watch and would not have let his house be broken into.
So you also must be ready, because the Son of Man will come at an hour when you do
not expect him. "Who then is the faithful and wise servant, whom the master has put in
charge of the servants in his household to give them their food at the proper time? It will
be good for that servant whose master finds him doing so when he returns. Truly I tell
you, he will put him in charge of all his possessions. But suppose that servant is wicked
and says to himself, 'My master is staying away a long time,' and he then begins to beat
his fellow servants and to eat and drink with drunkards. the master of that slave will
come on a day when he does not expect him and at an hour which he does not know,
and will cut him in pieces and assign him a place with the hypocrites; in that place there
will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.

“At that time the kingdom of heaven will be like ten virgins who took their lamps and
went out to meet the bridegroom. Five of them were foolish and five were wise. The
foolish ones took their lamps but did not take any oil with them. The wise ones,
however, took oil in jars along with their lamps. The bridegroom was a long time in
coming, and they all became drowsy and fell asleep.

“At midnight the cry rang out: ‘Here’s the bridegroom! Come out to meet him!’

“Then all the virgins woke up and trimmed their lamps. The foolish ones said to the
wise, ‘Give us some of your oil; our lamps are going out.

““‘No,’ they replied, ‘there may not be enough for both us and you. Instead, go to those
who sell oil and buy some for yourselves.

“But while they were on their way to buy the oil, the bridegroom arrived. The virgins
who were ready went in with him to the wedding banquet. And the door was shut.

“Later the others also came. ‘Lord, Lord,” they said, ‘open the door for us!’

“But he replied, ‘Truly I tell you, I don’t know you.’

“Therefore keep watch, because you do not know the day or the hour.
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“Again, it will be like a man going on a journey, who called his servants and entrusted
his wealth to them. To one he gave five bags of gold, to another two bags, and to
another one bag, each according to his ability. Then he went on his journey. The man
who had received five bags of gold went at once and put his money to work and gained
five bags more. So also, the one with two bags of gold gained two more. But the man
who had received one bag went off, dug a hole in the ground and hid his master’s money.

“After a long time the master of those servants returned and settled accounts with
them. The man who had received five bags of gold brought the other five. ‘Master,” he
said, ‘you entrusted me with five bags of gold. See, I have gained five more.

“His master replied, ‘Well done, good and faithful servant! You have been faithful with a
few things; I will put you in charge of many things. Come and share your master’s
happiness!’

“The man with two bags of gold also came. ‘Master,” he said, ‘you entrusted me with two
bags of gold; see, I have gained two more.’

“His master replied, ‘Well done, good and faithful servant! You have been faithful with a
few things; I will put you in charge of many things. Come and share your master’s
happiness!’

“Then the man who had received one bag of gold came. ‘Master,” he said, ‘I knew that
you are a hard man, harvesting where you have not sown and gathering where you have
not scattered seed. So I was afraid and went out and hid your gold in the ground. See,
here is what belongs to you.’

“His master replied, ‘You wicked, lazy servant! So you knew that I harvest where I have
not sown and gather where I have not scattered seed? Well then, you should have put
my money on deposit with the bankers, so that when I returned I would have received it
back with interest.

“‘So take the bag of gold from him and give it to the one who has ten bags. For whoever
has will be given more, and they will have an abundance. Whoever does not have, even
what they have will be taken from them. And throw that worthless servant outside, into
the darkness, where there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.’

All the nations will be gathered before him, and he will separate the
people one from another as a shepherd separates the sheep from the goats. He will put
the sheep on his right and the goats on his left.

For
I was hungry and you gave me something to eat, I was thirsty and you gave me
something to drink, I was a stranger and you invited me in, I needed clothes and you
clothed me, I was sick and you looked after me, I was in prison and you came to visit
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me.

“Then the righteous will answer him, ‘Lord, when did we see you hungry and feed you,
or thirsty and give you something to drink? When did we see you a stranger and invite
you in, or needing clothes and clothe you? When did we see you sick or in prison and go
to visit you?’

“The King will reply, ‘Truly I tell you, whatever you did for one of the least of these
brothers and sisters of mine, you did for me.’

“Then he will say to those on his left, ‘Depart from me, you who are cursed, into the
eternal fire prepared for the devil and his angels. For I was hungry and you gave me
nothing to eat, I was thirsty and you gave me nothing to drink, I was a stranger and you
did not invite me in, I needed clothes and you did not clothe me, I was sick and in prison
and you did not look after me.’

“They also will answer, ‘Lord, when did we see you hungry or thirsty or a stranger or
needing clothes or sick or in prison, and did not help you?’

“He will reply, ‘Truly I tell you, whatever you did not do for one of the least of these, you
did not do for me.’

“Then they will go away to eternal punishment, but the righteous to eternal life.”

“As you know, the Passover is two days away—and the Son of Man will be handed over
to be crucified.”

“Why are you bothering this woman? She has done a beautiful thing to me. The poor
you will always have with you, but you will not always have me. When she poured this
perfume on my body, she did it to prepare me for burial. Truly I tell you, wherever this
gospel is preached throughout the world, what she has done will also be told, in memory
of her.”

“Go into the city to a certain man and tell him, ‘The Teacher says: My appointed time is
near. I am going to celebrate the Passover with my disciples at your house.”

“Truly I tell you, one of you will betray me.”

“The one who has dipped his hand into the bowl with me will betray me. The Son of Man
will go just as it is written about him. But woe to that man who betrays the Son of Man!
It would be better for him if he had not been born.”

“You have said so.”

“Take and eat; this is my body.”
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“Drink from it, all of you. This is my blood of the covenant, which is poured out for many
for the forgiveness of sins. I tell you, I will not drink from this fruit of the vine from now
on until that day when I drink it new with you in my Father’s kingdom.”

“This very night you will all fall away on account of me, for it is written:

“‘I will strike the shepherd,
and the sheep of the flock will be scattered.’

“You are Israel’s teacher,” “and do you not understand these things? Very truly I tell
you, we speak of what we know, and we testify to what we have seen, but still you
people do not accept our testimony. I have spoken to you of earthly things and you do
not believe; how then will you believe if I speak of heavenly things? No one has ever
gone into heaven except the one who came from heaven—the Son of Man. Just as Moses
lifted up the snake in the wilderness, so the Son of Man must be lifted up, that everyone
who believes may have eternal life in him.”

For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in
him shall not perish but have eternal life. For God did not send his Son into the world to
condemn the world, but to save the world through him. Whoever believes in him is not
condemned, but whoever does not believe stands condemned already because they have
not believed in the name of God’s one and only Son.

This is the verdict: Light has come into the world, but people loved darkness instead of
light because their deeds were evil. Everyone who does evil hates the light, and will not
come into the light for fear that their deeds will be exposed.

“Will you give me a drink?”

“If you knew the gift of God and who it is that asks you for a drink, you would have
asked him and he would have given you living water.”

“Everyone who drinks this water will be thirsty again, but whoever drinks the water I
give them will never thirst. Indeed, the water I give them will become in them a spring of
water welling up to eternal life.”

“Go, call your husband and come back.”

“You are right when you say you have no husband. The fact is, you have had five
husbands, and the man you now have is not your husband. What you have just said is
quite true.”

“Woman,” “believe me, a time is coming when you will worship the Father neither on this
mountain nor in Jerusalem. You Samaritans worship what you do not know; we worship
what we do know, for salvation is from the Jews. Yet a time is coming and has now
come when the true worshipers will worship the Father in the Spirit and in truth, for they
are the kind of worshipers the Father seeks. God is spirit, and his worshipers must
worship in the Spirit and in truth.”

“I, the one speaking to you—I am he.”

“I have food to eat that you know nothing about.”

“My food "“is to do the will of him who sent me and to finish his work. Don’t you have a
saying, 'It’s still four months until harvest’? I tell you, open your eyes and look at the
fields! They are ripe for harvest. Even now the one who reaps draws a wage and
harvests a crop for eternal life, so that the sower and the reaper may be glad

together. Thus the saying ‘One sows and another reaps’ is true. I sent you to reap what
you have not worked for. Others have done the hard work, and you have reaped the
benefits of their labor.”

“Unless you people see signs and wonders “you will never believe.”

“Go,” “your son will live.”

“Do you want to get well?”

“Get up! Pick up your mat and walk.

“See, you are well again. Stop sinning or something worse may happen to you.”
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“My Father is always at his work to this very day, and I too am working.”

“Very truly I tell you, the Son can do nothing by himself; he can do only what he sees his
Father doing, because whatever the Father does the Son also does. For the Father loves
the Son and shows him all he does. Yes, and he will show him even greater works than
these, so that you will be amazed. For just as the Father raises the dead and gives them
life, even so the Son gives life to whom he is pleased to give it. Moreover, the Father
judges no one, but has entrusted all judgment to the Son, that all may honor the Son
just as they honor the Father. Whoever does not honor the Son does not honor the
Father, who sent him.

“Very truly I tell you, whoever hears my word and believes him who sent me has eternal
life and will not be judged but has crossed over from death to life. Very truly I tell you, a
time is coming and has now come when the dead will hear the voice of the Son of God
and those who hear will live. For as the Father has life in himself, so he has granted the
Son also to have life in himself. And he has given him authority to judge because he is
the Son of Man.

“Do not be amazed at this, for a time is coming when all who are in their graves will hear
his voice and come out—those who have done what is good will rise to live, and those
who have done what is evil will rise to be condemned. By myself I can do nothing; I
judge only as I hear, and my judgment is just, for I seek not to please myself but him
who sent me.

“If I testify about myself, my testimony is not true. There is another who testifies in my
favor, and I know that his testimony about me is true.

“You have sent to John and he has testified to the truth. Not that I accept human
testimony; but I mention it that you may be saved. John was a lamp that burned and
gave light, and you chose for a time to enjoy his light.

“I have testimony weightier than that of John. For the works that the Father has given
me to finish—the very works that I am doing—testify that the Father has sent me. And
the Father who sent me has himself testified concerning me. You have never heard his
voice nor seen his form, nor does his word dwell in you, for you do not believe the one
he sent. You study the Scriptures diligently because you think that in them you have
eternal life. These are the very Scriptures that testify about me, yet you refuse to come
to me to have life.

“I do not accept glory from human beings, but I know you. I know that you do not have
the love of God in your hearts. I have come in my Father’s name, and you do not accept
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me; but if someone else comes in his own name, you will accept him. How can you
believe since you accept glory from one another but do not seek the glory that comes
from the only God?

“But do not think I will accuse you before the Father. Your accuser is Moses, on whom
your hopes are set. If you believed Moses, you would believe me, for he wrote about
me. But since you do not believe what he wrote, how are you going to believe what I
say?”

“Where shall we buy bread for these people to eat?”
“Have the people sit down.”

“Gather the pieces that are left over. Let nothing be wasted.”

“Itis I, don't be afraid.”

“Very truly I tell you, you are looking for me, not because you saw the signs I performed
but because you ate the loaves and had your fill. Do not work for food that spoils, but for
food that endures to eternal life, which the Son of Man will give you. For on him God the
Father has placed his seal of approval.”

Then they asked him, "What must we do to do the works God requires?”

Jesus answered, “The work of God is this: to believe in the one he has sent.”

So they asked him, "What sign then will you give that we may see it and believe
you? What will you do? Our ancestors ate the manna in the wilderness; as it is written:
‘He gave them bread from heaven to eat.”

Jesus said to them, “Very truly I tell you, it is not Moses who has given you the bread
from heaven, but it is my Father who gives you the true bread from heaven. For the
bread of God is the bread that comes down from heaven and gives life to the world.”

“I am the bread of life. Whoever comes to me will never go hungry, and whoever
believes in me will never be thirsty. But as I told you, you have seen me and still you do
not believe. All those the Father gives me will come to me, and whoever comes to me I
will never drive away. For I have come down from heaven not to do my will but to do the
will of him who sent me. And this is the will of him who sent me, that I shall lose none of
all those he has given me, but raise them up at the last day. For my Father’s will is that
everyone who looks to the Son and believes in him shall have eternal life, and I will raise
them up at the last day.”
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“Stop grumbling among yourselves,” Jesus answered. “No one can come to me unless
the Father who sent me draws them, and I will raise them up at the last day. It is written
in the Prophets: ‘They will all be taught by God.” Everyone who has heard the Father and
learned from him comes to me. No one has seen the Father except the one who is from
God; only he has seen the Father. Very truly I tell you, the one who believes has eternal
life. I am the bread of life. Your ancestors ate the manna in the wilderness, yet they
died. But here is the bread that comes down from heaven, which anyone may eat and
not die. I am the living bread that came down from heaven. Whoever eats this bread will
live forever. This bread is my flesh, which I will give for the life of the world.”

Then the Jews began to argue sharply among themselves, "How can this man give us his
flesh to eat?”

Jesus said to them, “Very truly I tell you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man and
drink his blood, you have no life in you. Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood has
eternal life, and I will raise them up at the last day. For my flesh is real food and my
blood is real drink.

Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood remains in me, and I in them. Just as the
living Father sent me and I live because of the Father, so the one who feeds on me will
live because of me. This is the bread that came down from heaven. Your ancestors ate
manna and died, but whoever feeds on this bread will live forever.”

“Does this offend you? Then what if you see the Son of Man ascend to where he was
before! The Spirit gives life; the flesh counts for nothing. The words I have spoken to
you—they are full of the Spirit and life. Yet there are some of you who do not believe.”

“This is why I told you that no one can come to me unless the Father has enabled them.”

“You do not want to leave too, do you?”

“Have I not chosen you, the Twelve? Yet one of you is a devil!”

“My time is not yet here; for you any time will do. The world cannot hate you, but it
hates me because I testify that its works are evil. You go to the festival. I am not going
up to this festival, because my time has not yet fully come.”

“My teaching is not my own. It comes from the one who sent me. Anyone who chooses
to do the will of God will find out whether my teaching comes from God or whether I
speak on my own. Whoever speaks on their own does so to gain personal glory, but he
who seeks the glory of the one who sent him is a man of truth; there is nothing false
about him. Has not Moses given you the law? Yet not one of you keeps the law. Why are
you trying to kill me?”
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“I did one miracle, and you are all amazed. Yet, because Moses gave you

circumcision (though actually it did not come from Moses, but from the patriarchs), you
circumcise a boy on the Sabbath. Now if a boy can be circumcised on the Sabbath so
that the law of Moses may not be broken, why are you angry with me for healing a man’s
whole body on the Sabbath? Stop judging by mere appearances, but instead judge
correctly.”

“Yes, you know me, and you know where I am from. I am not here on my own authority,
but he who sent me is true. You do not know him, but I know him because I am from
him and he sent me.”

“I am with you for only a short time, and then I am going to the one who sent me. You
will look for me, but you will not find me; and where I am, you cannot come.”

“Let anyone who is thirsty come to me and drink. Whoever believes in me, as Scripture
has said, rivers of living water will flow from within them.” By this he meant the

Spirit, whom those who believed in him were later to receive. Up to that time the Spirit
had not been given, since Jesus had not yet been glorified.

“Let any one of you who is without sin be the first to throw a stone at her.”
“Woman, where are they? Has no one condemned you?”
“No one, sir,” she said.

“Then neither do I condemn you,” “Go now and leave your life of sin.”

“I am the light of the world. Whoever follows me will never walk in darkness, but will
have the light of life.”

“Even if I testify on my own behalf, my testimony is valid, for I know where I came from
and where I am going. But you have no idea where I come from or where I am

going. You judge by human standards; I pass judgment on no one. But if I do judge,
my decisions are true, because I am not alone. I stand with the Father, who sent me. In
your own Law it is written that the testimony of two withesses is true. I am one who
testifies for myself; my other witness is the Father, who sent me.”

“You do not know me or my Father,” “If you knew me, you would know my Father also.”

“I am going away, and you will look for me, and you will die in your sin. Where I go, you
cannot come.”
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“Will he kill himself? Is that why he says, ‘Where I go, you cannot come’?”

“You are from below; I am from above. You are of this world; I am not of this world. I
told you that you would die in your sins; if you do not believe that I am he, you will
indeed die in your sins.”

“Who are you?”

“Just what I have been telling you from the beginning,” “I have much to say in judgment
of you. But he who sent me is trustworthy, and what I have heard from him I tell the
world.”

“When you have lifted up the Son of Man, then you will know that I am he and that I do
nothing on my own but speak just what the Father has taught me. The one who sent me
is with me; he has not left me alone, for I always do what pleases him.”

“If you hold to my teaching, you are really my disciples. Then you will know the truth,
and the truth will set you free.”

“Very truly I tell you, everyone who sins is a slave to sin. Now a slave has no permanent
place in the family, but a son belongs to it forever. So if the Son sets you free, you will
be free indeed. I know that you are Abraham’s descendants. Yet you are looking for a
way to kill me, because you have no room for my word. I am telling you what I have
seen in the Father’s presence, and you are doing what you have heard from your father.”

“If you were Abraham’s children,” said Jesus, “then you would[c] do what Abraham

did. As itis, you are looking for a way to kill me, a man who has told you the truth that I
heard from God. Abraham did not do such things. You are doing the works of your own
father.”

“If God were your Father, you would love me, for I have come here from God. I have not
come on my own; God sent me. Why is my language not clear to you? Because you are
unable to hear what I say. You belong to your father, the devil, and you want to carry
out your father’s desires. He was a murderer from the beginning, not holding to the
truth, for there is no truth in him. When he lies, he speaks his native language, for he is
a liar and the father of lies. Yet because I tell the truth, you do not believe me! Can any
of you prove me guilty of sin? If I am telling the truth, why don’t you believe

me? Whoever belongs to God hears what God says. The reason you do not hear is that
you do not belong to God.”

“I am not possessed by a demon,” “but I honor my Father and you dishonor me. I am
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not seeking glory for myself; but there is one who seeks it, and he is the judge. Very
truly I tell you, whoever obeys my word will never see death.”

“If I glorify myself, my glory means nothing. My Father, whom you claim as your God, is
the one who glorifies me. Though you do not know him, I know him. If I said I did not, I
would be a liar like you, but I do know him and obey his word. Your father

Abraham rejoiced at the thought of seeing my day; he saw it and was glad.”

“Very truly I tell you,” “before Abraham was born, I am!”

“Neither this man nor his parents sinned “but this happened so that the works of God
might be displayed in him. As long as it is day, we must do the works of him who sent
me. Night is coming, when no one can work. While I am in the world, I am the light of
the world.”

“Go,” “wash in the Pool of Siloam”
“Do you believe in the Son of Man?”
“You have now seen him; in fact, he is the one speaking with you.”

“For judgment I have come into this world, so that the blind will see and those who see
will become blind.”

“If you were blind, you would not be guilty of sin; but now that you claim you can see,
your guilt remains."

“Very truly I tell you Pharisees, anyone who does not enter the sheep pen by the gate,
but climbs in by some other way, is a thief and a robber. The one who enters by the gate
is the shepherd of the sheep. The gatekeeper opens the gate for him, and the sheep
listen to his voice. He calls his own sheep by hame and leads them out. When he has
brought out all his own, he goes on ahead of them, and his sheep follow him because
they know his voice. But they will never follow a stranger; in fact, they will run away
from him because they do not recognize a stranger’s voice.”

Jesus used this figure of speech, but the Pharisees did not understand what he was
telling them.

Therefore Jesus said again, “Very truly I tell you, I am the gate for the sheep. All who
have come before me are thieves and robbers, but the sheep have not listened to
them. I am the gate; whoever enters through me will be saved.
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They will come in and go out, and find pasture. The thief comes only to steal and kill and
destroy; I have come that they may have life, and have it to the full."

“I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd lays down his life for the sheep. The hired
hand is not the shepherd and does not own the sheep. So when he sees the wolf coming,
he abandons the sheep and runs away. Then the wolf attacks the flock and scatters

it. The man runs away because he is a hired hand and cares nothing for the sheep."

“I am the good shepherd; I know my sheep and my sheep know me— just as the Father
knows me and I know the Father—and I lay down my life for the sheep. I have other
sheep that are not of this sheep pen. I must bring them also. They too will listen to my
voice, and there shall be one flock and one shepherd. The reason my Father loves me is
that I lay down my life—only to take it up again. No one takes it from me, but I lay it
down of my own accord. I have authority to lay it down and authority to take it up again.
This command I received from my Father.”

“I did tell you, but you do not believe. The works I do in my Father’s name testify about
me, but you do not believe because you are not my sheep. My sheep listen to my voice;
I know them, and they follow me. I give them eternal life, and they shall never

perish; no one will snatch them out of my hand. My Father, who has given them to

me, is greater than all; no one can snatch them out of my Father’s hand. I and the
Father are one.”

“I have shown you many good works from the Father. For which of these do you stone
me?”

“Is it not written in your Law, ‘I have said you are “gods”’? If he called them ‘gods,’ to
whom the word of God came—and Scripture cannot be set aside— what about the one
whom the Father set apart as his very own and sent into the world? Why then do you
accuse me of blasphemy because I said, ‘I am God’s Son’? Do not believe me unless I do
the works of my Father. But if I do them, even though you do not believe me, believe
the works, that you may know and understand that the Father is in me, and I in the
Father.”

“This sickness will not end in death. No, it is for God’s glory so that God’s Son may be
glorified through it.” “Let us go back to Judea.” “"Are there not twelve hours of daylight?
Anyone who walks in the daytime will not stumble, for they see by this world’s light. Itis
when a person walks at night that they stumble, for they have no light.” “Our

friend Lazarus has fallen asleep; but I am going there to wake him up.”

“Lazarus is dead, and for your sake I am glad I was not there, so that you may believe.
But let us go to him.”
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“Your brother will rise again.” "I am the resurrection and the life. The one who believes in
me will live, even though they die; and whoever lives by believing in me will never
die. Do you believe this?” "Where have you laid him?”

Jesus wept.

“Take away the stone,”

“Did I not tell you that if you believe, you will see the glory of God?”

“Father, I thank you that you have heard me. I knew that you always hear me, but I said
this for the benefit of the people standing here, that they may believe that you sent me.”

“Lazarus, come out!”

“Take off the grave clothes and let him go.”

“Leave her alone,” “It was intended that she should save this perfume for the day of my
burial. You will always have the poor among you, but you will not always have me.”

“The hour has come for the Son of Man to be glorified. Very truly I tell you, unless a
kernel of wheat falls to the ground and dies, it remains only a single seed. But if it dies, it
produces many seeds. Anyone who loves their life will lose it, while anyone who hates
their life in this world will keep it for eternal life. Whoever serves me must follow me;
and where I am, my servant also will be. My Father will honor the one who serves me.

“Now my soul is troubled, and what shall I say? ‘Father, save me from this hour’? No, it
was for this very reason I came to this hour. Father, glorify your name!”

“This voice was for your benefit, not mine. Now is the time for judgment on this
world; now the prince of this world will be driven out. And I, when I am lifted up from
the earth, will draw all people to myself.”

“You are going to have the light just a little while longer. Walk while you have the
light, before darkness overtakes you. Whoever walks in the dark does not know where
they are going. Believe in the light while you have the light, so that you may become
children of light.”

“Whoever believes in me does not believe in me only, but in the one who sent me. The
one who looks at me is seeing the one who sent me. I have come into the world as a
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light, so that no one who believes in me should stay in darkness."

“If anyone hears my words but does not keep them, I do not judge that person. For I did
not come to judge the world, but to save the world. There is a judge for the one who
rejects me and does not accept my words; the very words I have spoken will condemn
them at the last day. For I did not speak on my own, but the Father who sent me
commanded me to say all that I have spoken. I know that his command leads to eternal
life. So whatever I say is just what the Father has told me to say.”

“You do not realize now what I am doing, but later you will understand.”

“Unless I wash you, you have no part with me.”

“Those who have had a bath need only to wash their feet; their whole body is clean. And
you are clean, though not every one of you.”

“Do you understand what I have done for you?” “You call me ‘Teacher’ and ‘Lord,” and
rightly so, for that is what I am. Now that I, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your
feet, you also should wash one another’s feet. I have set you an example that you
should do as I have done for you. Very truly I tell you, no servant is greater than his
master, nor is a messenger greater than the one who sent him. Now that you know
these things, you will be blessed if you do them."

“I am not referring to all of you; I know those I have chosen. But this is to fulfill this
passage of Scripture: ‘He who shared my bread has turned against me.’

“I am telling you now before it happens, so that when it does happen you will
believe that I am who I am. Very truly I tell you, whoever accepts anyone I send accepts
me; and whoever accepts me accepts the one who sent me.”

“Very truly I tell you, one of you is going to betray me.”
“It is the one to whom I will give this piece of bread when I have dipped it in the dish.”

“What you are about to do, do quickly.”

“Now the Son of Man is glorified and God is glorified in him. If God is glorified in
him, God will glorify the Son in himself, and will glorify him at once."

“My children, I will be with you only a little longer. You will look for me, and just as I told
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the Jews, so I tell you now: Where I am going, you cannot come."

“A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so you must love
one another. By this everyone will know that you are my disciples, if you love one
another.”

“Where I am going, you cannot follow now, but you will follow later.”

“Will you really lay down your life for me? Very truly I tell you, before the rooster crows,
you will disown me three times!"

“Do not let your hearts be troubled. You believe in God; believe also in me. My Father’s
house has many rooms; if that were not so, would I have told you that I am going

there to prepare a place for you? And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come
back and take you to be with me that you also may be where I am. You know the way to
the place where I am going.”

“I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except through
me. If you really know me, you will know my Father as well. From now on, you do know
him and have seen him.”

“Don’t you know me, Philip, even after I have been among you such a long time? Anyone
who has seen me has seen the Father. How can you say, ‘Show us the Father’? Don’t you
believe that I am in the Father, and that the Father is in me? The words I say to you I do
not speak on my own authority. Rather, it is the Father, living in me, who is doing his
work. Believe me when I say that I am in the Father and the Father is in me; or at least
believe on the evidence of the works themselves. Very truly I tell you, whoever

believes in me will do the works I have been doing, and they will do even greater things
than these, because I am going to the Father. And I will do whatever you ask in my
name, so that the Father may be glorified in the Son. You may ask me for anything in
my name, and I will do it."

“If you love me, keep my commands. And I will ask the Father, and he will give you
another advocate to help you and be with you forever— the Spirit of truth. The world
cannot accept him, because it neither sees him nor knows him. But you know him, for he
lives with you and will be[c] in you. I will not leave you as orphans; I will come to

you. Before long, the world will not see me anymore, but you will see me. Because I
live, you also will live. On that day you will realize that I am in my Father, and you are in
me, and I am in you. Whoever has my commands and keeps them is the one who loves
me. The one who loves me will be loved by my Father, and I too will love them and show
myself to them.”
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“But, Lord, why do you intend to show yourself to us and not to the world?”

“Anyone who loves me will obey my teaching. My Father will love them, and we will come
to them and make our home with them. Anyone who does not love me will not obey my
teaching. These words you hear are not my own; they belong to the Father who sent
me."

“All this T have spoken while still with you. But the Advocate, the Holy Spirit, whom the
Father will send in my name, will teach you all things and will remind you of everything I
have said to you. Peace I leave with you; my peace I give you. I do not give to you as
the world gives. Do not let your hearts be troubled and do not be afraid."

“You heard me say, ‘I am going away and I am coming back to you.” If you loved me,
you would be glad that I am going to the Father, for the Father is greater than I. I have
told you now before it happens, so that when it does happen you will believe. I will not
say much more to you, for the prince of this world is coming. He has no hold over

me, but he comes so that the world may learn that I love the Father and do exactly what
my Father has commanded me."

“Come now; let us leave."

“I am the true vine, and my Father is the gardener. He cuts off every branch in me that
bears no fruit, while every branch that does bear fruit he prunes so that it will be even
more fruitful. You are already clean because of the word I have spoken to you. Remain
in me, as I also remain in you. No branch can bear fruit by itself; it must remain in the
vine. Neither can you bear fruit unless you remain in me."

“I am the vine; you are the branches. If you remain in me and I in you, you will bear
much fruit; apart from me you can do nothing. If you do not remain in me, you are like
a branch that is thrown away and withers; such branches are picked up, thrown into the
fire and burned. If you remain in me and my words remain in you, ask whatever you
wish, and it will be done for you. This is to my Father’s glory, that you bear much fruit,
showing yourselves to be my disciples.

“As the Father has loved me, so have I loved you. Now remain in my love. If you keep
my commands, you will remain in my love, just as I have kept my Father’s commands
and remain in his love. I have told you this so that my joy may be in you and that your
joy may be complete. My command is this: Love each other as I have loved

you. Greater love has no one than this: to lay down one’s life for one’s friends."

"You are my friends if you do what I command. I no longer call you servants, because a
servant does not know his master’s business. Instead, I have called you friends, for
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everything that I learned from my Father I have made known to you. You did not choose
me, but I chose you and appointed you so that you might go and bear fruit—fruit that
will last—and so that whatever you ask in my name the Father will give you. This is my
command: Love each other."

“If the world hates you, keep in mind that it hated me first. If you belonged to the
world, it would love you as its own. As it is, you do not belong to the world, but I have
chosen you out of the world. That is why the world hates you. Remember what I told
you: ‘A servant is not greater than his master.’ If they persecuted me, they will persecute
you also. If they obeyed my teaching, they will obey yours also. They will treat you this
way because of my name, for they do not know the one who sent me. If I had not come
and spoken to them, they would not be guilty of sin; but now they have no excuse for
their sin. Whoever hates me hates my Father as well. If I had not done among them the
works no one else did, they would not be guilty of sin. As it is, they have seen, and yet
they have hated both me and my Father. But this is to fulfill what is written in their

Law: ‘They hated me without reason.’

“When the Advocate comes, whom I will send to you from the Father—the Spirit of
truth who goes out from the Father—he will testify about me. And you also must
testify, for you have been with me from the beginning.

“All this I have told you so that you will not fall away. They will put you out of the
synagogue; in fact, the time is coming when anyone who kills you will think they are
offering a service to God."

"They will do such things because they have not known the Father or me. I have told
you this, so that when their time comes you will remember that I warned you about
them. I did not tell you this from the beginning because I was with you, but now I am
going to him who sent me. None of you asks me, ‘Where are you going?’ Rather, you are
filled with grief because I have said these things. But very truly I tell you, it is for your
good that I am going away. Unless I go away, the Advocate will not come to you; but if I
go, I will send him to you. When he comes, he will prove the world to be in the wrong
about sin and righteousness and judgment: about sin, because people do not believe in
me; about righteousness, because I am going to the Father, where you can see me no
longer; and about judgment, because the prince of this world now stands condemned."

“I have much more to say to you, more than you can now bear. But when he, the Spirit
of truth, comes, he will guide you into all the truth. He will not speak on his own; he will
speak only what he hears, and he will tell you what is yet to come. He will glorify me
because it is from me that he will receive what he will make known to you. All that
belongs to the Father is mine. That is why I said the Spirit will receive from me what he
will make known to you.”
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Jesus went on to say, “In a little while you will see me no more, and then after a little
while you will see me.”

“Are you asking one another what I meant when I said, ‘'In a little while you will see me
no more, and then after a little while you will see me’? Very truly I tell you, you will
weep and mourn while the world rejoices. You will grieve, but your grief will turn to

joy. A woman giving birth to a child has pain because her time has come; but when her
baby is born she forgets the anguish because of her joy that a child is born into the
world."

"So with you: Now is your time of grief, but I will see you again and you will rejoice, and
no one will take away your joy. In that day you will no longer ask me anything. Very
truly I tell you, my Father will give you whatever you ask in my name. Until now you
have not asked for anything in my name. Ask and you will receive, and your joy will be
complete."

“Though I have been speaking figuratively, a time is coming when I will no longer use
this kind of language but will tell you plainly about my Father. In that day you will ask in
my name. I am not saying that I will ask the Father on your behalf. No, the Father
himself loves you because you have loved me and have believed that I came from God. I
came from the Father and entered the world; now I am leaving the world and going back
to the Father.”

“Do you now believe?” “A time is coming and in fact has come when you will be
scattered, each to your own home. You will leave me all alone. Yet I am not alone, for my
Father is with me."

“I have told you these things, so that in me you may have peace. In this world you will
have trouble. But take heart! I have overcome the world.”

“Father, the hour has come. Glorify your Son, that your Son may glorify you. For you
granted him authority over all people that he might give eternal life to all those you have
given him. Now this is eternal life: that they know you, the only true God, and Jesus
Christ, whom you have sent. I have brought you glory on earth by finishing the work
you gave me to do. And now, Father, glorify me in your presence with the glory I had
with you before the world began.

“I have revealed you to those whom you gave me out of the world. They were yours;
you gave them to me and they have obeyed your word. Now they know that everything
you have given me comes from you. For I gave them the words you gave me and they
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accepted them. They knew with certainty that I came from you, and they believed that
you sent me. I pray for them. I am not praying for the world, but for those you have
given me, for they are yours. All I have is yours, and all you have is mine. And glory has
come to me through them. I will remain in the world no longer, but they are still in the
world, and I am coming to you. Holy Father, protect them by the power of your name,
the name you gave me, so that they may be one as we are one. While I was with them,
I protected them and kept them safe by that name you gave me. None has been

lost except the one doomed to destruction so that Scripture would be fulfilled."

“I am coming to you now, but I say these things while I am still in the world, so that
they may have the full measure of my joy within them. I have given them your word
and the world has hated them, for they are not of the world any more than I am of the
world. My prayer is not that you take them out of the world but that you protect them
from the evil one. They are not of the world, even as I am not of it. Sanctify them

by the truth; your word is truth. As you sent me into the world, I have sent them into
the world. For them I sanctify myself, that they too may be truly sanctified."

“My prayer is not for them alone. I pray also for those who will believe in me through
their message, that all of them may be one, Father, just as you are in me and I am in
you. May they also be in us so that the world may believe that you have sent me. I have
given them the glory that you gave me, that they may be one as we are one— 1 in them
and you in me—so that they may be brought to complete unity. Then the world will know
that you sent me and have loved them even as you have loved me."

“Father, I want those you have given me to be with me where I am, and to see my
glory, the glory you have given me because you loved me before the creation of the
world.

“Righteous Father, though the world does not know you, I know you, and they know that
you have sent me. I have made you known to them, and will continue to make you
known in order that the love you have for me may be in them and that I myself may be
in them.”

“Who is it you want?”
“Jesus of Nazareth,”

“I am he,”
“Who is it you want?”

“I told you that I am he. If you are looking for me, then let these men go.”
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“Put your sword away! Shall I not drink the cup the Father has given me?”

“I have spoken openly to the world,” “I always taught in synagogues or at the
temple, where all the Jews come together. I said nothing in secret. Why question me?
Ask those who heard me. Surely they know what I said.”

“Woman, why are you crying? Who is it you are looking for?”
“Mary.”

“Do not hold on to me, for I have not yet ascended to the Father. Go instead to my
brothers and tell them, ‘I am ascending to my Father and your Father, to my God and
your God."”

“Peace be with you!”
“Peace be with you! As the Father has sent me, I am sending you.

“Receive the Holy Spirit. If you forgive anyone’s sins, their sins are forgiven; if you do
not forgive them, they are not forgiven.”
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“Peace be with you!” "“Put your finger here; see my hands. Reach out your hand and put
it into my side. Stop doubting and believe.”

“Because you have seen me, you have believed; blessed are those who have not seen
and yet have believed.”

“Friends, haven't you any fish?”
“Throw your net on the right side of the boat and you will find some.”

“Bring some of the fish you have just caught.”

“Come and have breakfast.”

“Simon son of John, do you love me more than these?”
“Feed my lambs.”

“Simon son of John, do you love me?”

“Take care of my sheep.”

“Simon son of John, do you love me?”

“Feed my sheep. Very truly I tell you, when you were younger you dressed yourself and
went where you wanted; but when you are old you will stretch out your hands, and
someone else will dress you and lead you where you do not want to go.”
